What is this product?

Type
This product is a share of an investment company qualifying as an un-
dertaking for collective investment in transferable securities (UCITS).

Term
This sub-fund has no maturity date. However, the manufacturer may
decide to close the sub-fund under certain circumstances.

Objectives

The objective of the sub-fund is to achieve a long-term performance
close to that of stock market securities representative of the devel-
oped economies in the OECD, while the volatility is expected to remain
lower than the long-term volatility of these securities, by means of daily
management of market risk, monitored through several risk indicators
based in particular on historical and prospective volatility. The sub-fund
cannot guarantee that this objective will be achieved.
